PROJECT 4: Writing Portfolio (E-folio)
Assignment: To develop an electronic writing portfolio that demonstrates your work and overall assessment of your progress in English 110. 

Audience: Your instructor. 
Due Date:  Friday, May 14 (Final Exam period)

Weight: 20% of final grade
Format: Your e-folio should contain the following documents:

· Final drafts of Projects 1-3

· Resume 

· Cover Letter (include job/internship advertisement, if applicable)

· 2 Polished Journal Entries (could include Literacy Narrative)
· Revision of Writing with Reflection***

· Reflection on Writing Portfolio***
***Revision of Writing with Reflection***
For this part of the portfolio, you will revise one of your earlier assignments (Projects 1, 2, or 3).  As you think about which piece to revise, choose one that (a) allows you to focus on writing and (b) you can easily see ways of improving.  

Important: Revision here means more than editing; it means “re-seeing” the subject. You should include additional material, delete parts that don’t work, reorganize the piece, refine your opening and closing paragraphs, improve your title, etc.—in other words, do a significant amount of rewriting. 
Planning and Drafting

As you begin, look over earlier drafts of your chosen piece (and any accompanying process materials) as well as feedback you received (both from peers and instructor), asking yourself the following questions:  

· Which areas need the most improvement? 

· Where have I changed my mind about anything I wrote earlier, and how can I incorporate that changed thinking?  

· Where can I offer additional development or clarification? 

· What doesn’t seem to belong?  

· Can I see a better way to arrange the ideas in my new version?

· What other issues do I need to address to make this piece more effective?

The piece you submit here should clearly be more successful in achieving its purpose and reaching its intended audience than the earlier version. 

With your new-and-improved draft, include a thorough, thoughtful 2-3 page reflection that gives information about the following aspects of your revision:
· Describe additions made to the piece (written, text, visuals, source material, etc.).  Highlight a few examples of these additions and explain their benefit.

· Describe portions you chose to delete. Explain the benefit of those deletions. 

· Explain what parts you decided required no changes.  Give a couple of examples of these and offer support for your decision.

· If you reorganized or reformatted elements, explain how doing so benefits the piece.

Some criteria for assessing the revision and reflection:

· Demonstrates a thorough rethinking of the subject

· Contains additional material appropriate for audience and purpose

· Achieves improved focus, organization, and coherence

· Avoids errors that are distracting to the reader

***Reflection on Writing Portfolio***

This is an occasion to step back from the work at hand and examine it with a critical eye. It is also an opportunity to assess your work, and to think about what you’re most proud of, what you most enjoyed doing, and what you want to improve. It’s your chance to think about and convey what you’ve learned. You may compose this reflection in essay form or as a letter, addressing it to your future self or to a new English 110 student. Either way, your reflection should be polished, thorough, and well-developed. Although you will have no formal sources for this reflection, you should include concrete examples (excerpts from your work & personal experience/observations) as textual evidence. The essay or letter should be 3-4 pages in length and cover the following ground:

· An evaluation of each piece of writing in the portfolio (Projects 1-3). Consider both strengths and weaknesses, and give examples from your writing to support what you say. What would you change if you had more time? Which is your favorite piece, and why? Which is your least favorite, and why?
· An assessment of your overall writing performance. What do you do well? What still needs improvement?
· A discussion of how the writing you did in this course has affected your development as a writer. How does the writing in your portfolio compare with writing you did in the past? What do you know now that you didn’t know before? What can you do that you couldn’t do before?
· A description of your writing habits and processes. What do you usually do? How well does it work? What techniques seem to help you most, and why? Which seem less helpful? Cite passages from your drafts that support your conclusions.
· An analysis of your performance in the course. How did you spend your time? Did you collaborate with others? Did you have any conferences with your instructor, and how were these helpful? Did you visit the writing center? Consider how these or any other activities contributed to your success.
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
