Incorporating Textual Evidence

For the following, try to construct an effective sentence (using both bulleted points) that appropriately introduces/sets up the direct quote and also addresses the main idea/argument/claim you are trying to make by utilizing this specific quote.

For example:

· Poe uses anaphora and frequent hyphenation in “The Tell-Tale Heart” (WHY?)
· “You should have seen how wisely I proceeded—with what caution—with what foresight—with what dissimulation I went to work!”

Quite early in the narrative, Poe frequently imbues the narrator’s speech with anaphora and elaborate hyphenation to emphasize his frenetic, erratic state of mind: “[y]ou should have seen how wisely I proceeded—with what caution—with what foresight—with what dissimulation I went to work!” These stylistic techniques also contribute to the narrator’s heightened emotionality, reinforcing his feelings of pride and guilt.
